The Convention took note of the women'’s intereghan
foreign mission enterprise as early as 1875. [f8le Conven-
tion’s committee on women’s work urges the orgatmreof cen-
tral committees of women in each state. As eal$&83, women
began holding meetings for their groups at the ahsesssions of
the Convention. But it was not until 1918 that wsmwere seated
at the Convention as messengers. But in 1887dtolear that the
desires of many of the women leaders was to pravidenvention;
wide structure.

On May 11, 1888, in the basement of the BroadeSivieth-
odist Church, Richmond, Virginia, 32 delegates friZnstates ang
other women from 3 more states met to discuss argkarganizat
tion. The desires were clear and a constitutios prapared, pro-
posed, and voted on. The Executive committee wasdd with
Martha Mclntosh elected 1st president. Annie Arorsg became
corresponding secretary and Baltimore was selexgdte site of
the executive committee. Two years later it becaaraed the
Women’s Missionary Union, Auxiliary to the SBC.

In 1896 they established Sunbeam Bands (now Missio
Friends) for children under 9 years old. In 190&ytadopted a
program named “Young Woman’s Auxiliary”. In 190&¥y organ;
ized the order of Royal Ambassadors for missioraghycation for
boys. In 1913 they organized “Girls Auxiliary (@Giin Action and
Acteens). In 1887 they suggested a week of praydoreign mis-
sions and in 1888 they had the first offering tat@rForeign Mis-
sions. Their goal was $2,000 and they raised $8¢)00. The
week of prayer was suggested by a missionary in& hiottie
Moon. The offering was named after her.

They recognized a need for the training of womessian-
aries so some women of Louisville, KY, rented agie house in
1904 where young ladies could live while attendeginary
classes. The applications grew at a large raiethattrustees of
the seminary surrendered the Union the managementantrol of]
the Women'’s Training School and offered the yowadids the
privilege of attending their classes. In some wagdhave come 3
long way since then. In others we have regresBed.the women
have always been important to God’s work among iBapRe-
member all this was accomplished before they wikowvad to be
seated at the Convention as messengers.
